Edgcumbe Country Park 

Sunday 7th August is the date for the ever popular Classic and American Car 

Show and Fayre being held at Mount Edgcumbe Country Park at Cremyll, near 

Torpoint, Cornwall.    All proceeds from the event will go towards two local 

charities, Cornwall Hospice Care and The Friends of Mount Edgcumbe Country 

Park. 

  This year’s show is set to be bigger and better than ever before with some 500 

Classic and American cars on display.   As well as amusements and face painting 

there will be more than 100 craft and home accessory stalls, a car boot sale, live 

music and children’s games plus a range of high quality food and refreshment 

stands.  During the afternoon visitors will be entertained by the Callington Town 

Band and the City of Plymouth Concert Band. 

  The event runs from 11am to 5pm and entry is free to pedestrians, many of 

whom will use the Cremyll foot ferry to travel to the park from Plymouth.  The 

ferry company will be running extra services on the day.  Car parking is £5 for 

cars and £2 for motor cycles. 

  Cornwall Hospice Care is an independent Cornish charity providing adult 

hospice care at its two hospices – St Julia’s Hospice in Hayle and Mount 

Edgcumbe Hospice in St Austell.  This Cornish charity provides specialist 

palliative care as well as offering emotional and spiritual support to patients, 

their families and carers.   

  The Friends of Mount Edgcumbe Country Park was established to assist in the 

preservation of this unique park – with its formal gardens, temples and follies -  

for the benefit of the public as a place of historic, botanical and natural beauty.
